Complete titles of essential references (not to exceed two pages).

NIH-style biosketch and bibliography of PI (and collaborators, if applicable), not exceeding four pages each.  Include past and current funding.
4.  Institutional letter from the department chair, verifying tenure status of the applicant. The date when tenure was received must be included. If the institution does not offer tenure, a statement must be provided that the applicant has an appointment equivalent to that of a tenured Associate Professor, and how the institution determines tenure equivalent.  Please refer to the guidelines to determine whether you are eligible.
5.
Include only the application and required materials.  If absolutely necessary for the review, the applicant may include one manuscript of a paper that has been accepted for publication but has not yet been published.  Do not include any reprints or papers that have been submitted but not yet accepted for publication.
